Keep hands, feet, and ciothing away from power-
driven parts.

Never ¢lean, lubricate, or adjust the platform when
itis running.

Never attempt to clear obstructions off the header
unless the combine engine is shut off,

Everyone must be clear before starting engine or
running combine.

OPERATE SAFELY

Clothing worn by operator must be fairly tight and
belted. Loose jackets, shirts, or steeves must never
he worn,

Anytime wark is being done under reel or platform,
the hydraulic cylinder safety stops must be placed
in the safety position. Refer to pages 8 and 26.

AVOID HIGH PRESSURE LEAKS

Escaping fluid under pressure can penetrate the
skin causing serious injury. Relieve pressure before
disconnecting hydraulic or other lines. Tighten all
connections before applying pressure. Keep hands
and body away from pinholes and nozztes which
eiect fluids under high pressure. Use a piece of
cardboard or paper to search for leaks. Do not use
your hand.

If ANY fluid is injected into the skin, it must be
surgically removed within a few hours by a doctor
familiar with this type injury or gangrene may
result. X981

Cracking hydraulic line fittings to lower the feeder
house will result in an instantaneous dropping of
feeder house or feeder house and header.

PROTECT AGAINST NOISE

Prolonged exposure to loud noise can cause im-
pairment or loss of hearing.

Wear a suitable hearing protective device as ear-
muffs (A} or earplugs (B} to protect against ob-
jectionable or uncomfortable loud noises.

LEAVING COMBINE UNATTENDED

Before leaving the combine unattended, turn off
engine and remove keys. Support the platform with
the hydraulic cylinder safety stop or lower it to the
ground. Place the gearshift lever in neutral and
engage the parking brake. Lock cab doors on 7720
and 8820 Combines.

ATTACHING

IMPORTANT: (7720 and 8820 Combines) Lock
pin (A) (both sides) must be posi-
tioned in before attaching header.
Position pin by sliding stop bolt
(B) in and then pivoting it down. If
pins are left in the out position,
damage to the feeder house will
result when mounting a platform.

A -Lock Pin
B - Stop Bolt

Hlustrated on 7720 Combine

1. Start engine and lower feeder house.

2. Drive combine slowly forward until feeder house
is centered in platform opening. Raise feeder
house, lifting platform, all the way up. Shut
off engine.




3. Disconnect chain (A) and lower hydraulic cyi-
inder safety stop (B) on lift cylinder.

A - Support Chain
B - Safety Stop

4. (7720 and 8820 Combines) Slide and pivot stop
bolt {A) up, and out to loeck pin into header. Re-
peat procedure for other side.

NOTE: Loosen mating lock plate (B) on platform to
let lack pin lock and center into platform.
Torque nut on lock plate (B) to 170 ft-ibs.
(231 N*m) Repeat procedure for other side.

NOTE: On 8820 Combines with variable speed
feeder houss, instail coupler shipped with
feeder house on left-hand platform drive
shaft.

(7700 Combines) Secure platform to feeder house
with three 5/8 x 1-1/2-inch round head bolts, 21/32
X 2 x .280-inch flat washers, lock washers and nuts.

. i A - Stop Boit
5. Place chain around sprockets and slide coupler B - Lock Plate
over sprockets and chain. Repeat for other side.
6. Connect reel lift and reel drive hoses.
DETACHING

1. Raise platform and lower hydraulic cylinder
safety stops. Shut off engine.

2. Disconnect reel lift and reel drive hoses under
operators platform.

IMPORTANT: To prevent damage to hydraulic
system connect reel drive hoses to-

gether under operator’s platform.
These hoses stay with combine.

3. Slide computer away from sprocket and remove
chain. Repeat for other side.

4, (7720 and 8820 Combines) Disengage lock pin
by pulling stop bolt out pivoting it down. Repeat
for other side. (7700 Combine) remove three 5/8
x 1-1/2-inch round head belts, 21/32 x 2 x .250-
inch flat washers, lock washers and nuts,

5. Raise hydraulic cylinder safety stops and hook
with chain. Lower platform to the ground and
drive combine stowly backward until feeder
house is free from platform.

‘Transporting

Check local width laws before transporting.

The platform can be transported by leaving it
attached to the combine.

1. Empty grain tank.
2. Swing unloading auger back.

3. Turn on combine flashing warning light, unless
prohibited by iocal law.

4. Couple combine brake pedals together.

5. Lower reel completely and raise platform to a
position that will keep it off the ground but still
allow good visibility.

GENERAL INFORMATION

A - Pickup Reel B- Cutterbar C -Draper D - Auger

The draper platform receives the rice and moves
it to the front of the feeder house with a pickup
reel, cutterbar, draper and auger. Retracting
fingers in the auger feed the material to the feeder
conveyor,

Tall or downed and twisted rice is cut by the cutter-
bar and conveyed evenly by the drapers. This
eliminates bunching and uneven feeding of the
rice to the auger, feeder conveyor and threshing
cyltinder.



8 Operating the Platform

REEL

Pickup reel fingers gather downed rice, reduce
shattering, and provide a more even flow of ma-
terial to the combine. The fingers on pickup reels
are angled to properly lift material before it is
cut by the cutterbar. The angle must be selected
so a downed crop is uniformly delivered to the
draper and onto the auger.

In rice that is down and badly tangled, set the reel
so it will just clear the knife. In this position, the
material is swept back onto the draper and into
the auger.

Hydraulic Reel Lift Safety Stops

CAUTION: Lower both safety stops when
working under or on the reel.

1. To place each stop in the safety position, start
combine engine and raise reel to maximum
height. Stop combine engine.

2. Unhook safety stop (B) from storage chain (A) to
position lock on cylinder piston rod. Safety stop
(B) must be snapped over cylinder with safety
stop lock (C).

3. Lower safety stop on other end of platform in
same manner,

A - Storage Chain
B - Safety Stop
C - Safety Stop Lock

A\ WARNIN

To avoid bodily injury from fall of raised
reel, completely raise reel, stop engine,
remove start key, and set satety stop on

each lift cylinder rod before working on
or under reel. Safety stop is located
on each reel arm above cylinder rod.
