	1. Open engine cover and remove right hand side panel. (See Opening Engine Cover and Removing Eng...
	2. Check level when oil is cold and the boom is in the down position with boom and bucket cylinde...
	3. Check the oil level according to mark (A) on the reservoir.
	4. Add oil if necessary:

	Cleaning Reservoir Cap and Breather

	1. Each axle drive chain is adjustable by loosening eight retaining nuts (A).
	2. Using your foot, push the axle-hub assembly to remove the excessive slack:

	6. Clean battery with a damp cloth or rag. Keep dirt out of battery cells.
	7. If necessary, remove battery to thoroughly clean it:
	8. Clean battery, battery terminals, cable ends, battery box, and other parts with a solution of ...
	9. Rinse all parts with clean water and let dry.
	10. Install battery with posts to the outside.
	11. Install battery hold-down and hooks.
	12. Connect red positive (+) cable (B) to battery. Apply petroleum jelly or silicone spray to ter...
	13. Connect black negative (–) cable (A) to battery. Apply petroleum jelly or silicone spray to t...
	14. Install side panel, close engine cover and rear service door.

	1. STOP engine.
	2. Open rear service door and engine cover. (See Opening Rear Service Door and Opening Engine Cov...
	3. Remove right side engine panel. (See Removing Engine Side Panels in the SERVICE-MISCELLANEOUS ...
	4. Clean battery with a damp cloth or rag. Keep dirt out of battery cells.
	5. Remove six battery caps (A).
	6. Electrolyte (B) should be 6 mm (1/4 in.) above plates (C).
	7. Add distilled water if necessary.
	8. Install battery caps.
	9. Install side panel, close engine cover, and rear service door.

	Charging the Battery
	1. Remove and clean battery. (See Cleaning Or Replacing Battery in this section.)
	2. Check electrolyte level. (See Checking Battery Electrolyte Level in this section.)
	3. Leave cell caps on battery while you charge it.
	4. Connect positive (+) charger cable to positive (+) battery terminal.
	5. Connect negative (–) charger cable to negative (–) battery terminal.
	6. Plug in charger cord.
	7. Charge battery. See CHARGING RATES on the next page.
	8. Unplug charger cord. Remove charger cables.
	9. Install battery.

	Adjusting Backup Alarm Switch
	1. Put Service/Run Switch in the Service position. Turn key to the RUN position. Do not crank eng...

	3. Be sure that ends (D) on actuator shafts are positioned straight (not rotated).
	4. Loosen nut (A) on activator block (C) on actuator shaft (B) on both sides.
	5. Slide blocks rearward on actuator shafts until alarm sounds.
	6. Move both blocks forward approximately 1/8” (until alarm stops).
	7. Be sure blocks are straight, not rotated and are aligned with each other. Tighten nuts.
